Eiji*’, YAGI Genhachi*’, and OHASHI Chuichi*' since 1925.

2 At the time of consul general Yamauchi [till May 1925], I engaged in
reconciliation activities between Japanese and Russians,

3 Atthe time of consul general Amou [from May 1925 till June 1927], I
engaged in investigation of the Soviet economy and Soviet politics,
maneuvering communist journalists, issuing visas for Russians,
investigation of Soviet nationals who visited Japan.* Meanwhile, 1
made a trip to Peking for two and a half months to research seized
documents related to Zhang Zuolin’s army’s raid on the Soviet
embassy’s military attaché office in Peking™.

4 At the time of consul general Yagi [from June 1927 to June 1931],
I engaged in intelligence, manoeuvring Russian journalists,
investigation of Soviet Russians visiting Japan, and took charge of
receiving Russians in general.

47. Ohashi Chuichi resigned from the Japanese Foreign Ministry to be appointed
as Deputy Foreign Minister of Manchukuo on 22 April 1932, while the Minister was
Xie Jishi. Ohashi had the power to make personnel decisions and ordered Sugihara
to become a staff member of the new Manchukuo foreign ministry. Sugihara moved
from Harbin to Xinjing, became the head of the Russian Section of the Manchukuo
Foreign Ministry in 1934, but resigned the post in July 1935 and returned to Japan to
resume his career as a Japanese Foreign Ministry employee.

For intelligence purposes, I
rather tried to approach the Reds, so after arriving in Manchuria I was
even annoyed with the rumors, which accused me of being pro-Soviet.

Since the Manchurian incident, White Russians pretend to be old
friends of the Japanese, even if they met only once. Therefore, I guess
that information from the Soviet side may well exaggerate Japanese-
White Russian relations in Harbin.

It seems that the Soviets thought I played an important part in denying
visas because the interior ministry officers at that time did not intervene
as openly as now.
